4.9 Listen to Me, O islands;
pay attention, O distant peoples:

He made Me like a polished arrow;
He hid Me in His quiver.
3 Hesaid to Me, “You are My Servant, Israel,
in whom | will display My glory”
4 Butlsaid, “l have laboured in vain,
| have spent My strength in futility and vanity;
yet My vindication is with the LORD,
and My reward is with My God.”
5 And now says the LORD,
